As a way to either demonstrate or hypothesize what the components mean and how they relate to each other, your task is to arrange them in a way that communicates how they work together as an integrated system.  The focus in not on “getting the right answer” but offering an explanation that illustrates your current understanding of the model.  You can change the colors of the text or boxes to show related components as well as move them around and add arrows (if you really want to get fancy!).  
Please use this as a guide for your learning goals. When you have “earned” an enduring understanding of the UbD framework, you will be able to describe each component and explain how it serves a particular function to advance the effectiveness of the model.
